*Kyu-Tomizawa Old House

The historic architecture originated from Edo Period is
restored in a beautiful Japanese Garden (Teien). The
architectural style of old private home in mid of Edo
Period (18 century) are demonstrated.

*Kyu-Tama Seiseki Memorial Museum

It is a modern architecutre built at the beginning of
Showa period which was built Showa 5th year (the year
of 1930) and is rarely found in Tokyo Metropolitan.

The architecture characterizes uniqueness in outlook,
originating from impression and effect of western
architectural style; and bibliography at the end of
Bakufu period and Meiji was exhibited inside.

*Kyu-Ariyama Family House, Kyu-Kato Family House
Kyu-Ariyama Family House is the private home, which
is typical agricultural house of Tama in the Edo Period
(first half of 18 Century ). It was appointed as visible
cultural treasure by Tama City.

Kyu-Kato Family House is the private home in the Edo
Period (later half of 18 Century), which is not only
treasured and open to public but also rental facilities for
the purpose of tasting and experiencing old living style
of private home.
